                         The Mayor reported that Highway Users report which was due in April has 

                         been completed and submitted.  Employees, CIRSA reports are complete and 

             submitted.  The Gaming Impact quarterly report which is normally submitted                                          

             in April, is nearing completion.  The Cemetery Project as well as other projects

             are all being worked on.
                         The Mayor shared a very positive article on Victor which was sent to her 
                        from Mary Baron of Prospect who had been in Breckenridge about three

                         weeks ago.  She thanked Mary for sending the paper to her.

Council Member Wyatt reported on the Gold Rush celebration which will be                       July 20, 21 and 22.  She advised that they were as ready as they ever are this 
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                         time of the year.  Although the Casinos were not very forthcoming with  

                         financial assistance this year the organizations and people of Victor have been 

                         very forthcoming and the committee is farther ahead this year than they have

                         ever been.  There will be a nice carryover for next year’s celebration.  Lonesa 

                         sincerely thanked Victor for their generous participation and invited everyone 

                         to come out and enjoy the weekend celebration.  Lonesa says doing the 

                         celebration is lots of fun after its done.
                         Council Member Daniel reported that he and Rickie met with the company that 
                         is preparing a dam disaster plan for the City of Colorado Springs.  They would 

                         like to include Victor in this plan and want $50,000., which he doesn’t think 
                         we’ll have to do since the project is in progress already.

                         Don attended a Budget Workshop in Pueblo today and it was very informative.

                        Council Member Horton reported that the Street Department is plugging away.

                        He met with Rick and they’re working on getting some stuff on the web site,

                        victorcolorado.com, very soon which will assist out of town property

                         owners with work orders and other things pertinent to the utility department.

                         Rick is also working on a Power Point Presentation which will list the projects 

                         goals and objectives of the department as well as some historical data.

                         Parks:  It’s great to see the kids playing soccer on the field.  Wallace Park

                         is holding up and they could use help on the kid’s park, pulling weeds, etc.
                         The Mayor commended the street department for work being done on the 

                         streets.

 Council Member Petri reported that she had met with Marilyn Fay. Veldean        is working on a job description for the Visitor Center Guide. Marilyn offered to prepare a tour guide for the  staff, which is exciting. Veldean also
                         attended a meeting of the Teller County Advisory Board, their By-laws were   

                         reviewed and accepted so they are well on their way. The Teller Housing 

                         Resource people have formed their sub committees and they are meeting and  

                         working.  Teller County is looking at new land use regulations so with any new                   
                         construction in Victor,  people should be looking at reduced permit fees and 

                         other benefits.
                         Mayor Bielz noted that Veldean is also looking working on addressing 

                        Bonnie Markley’s concern with Senior discounts on water/sewer.

Also the Mayor has had a call from a Balke Trust Board member and they are                    interested in having a space in the Balke Building where health and                               

dental care could be offered for Victor.  This is just in the talking stage at this    time; however, it is a very exciting opportunity for Victor.
