IV. REQUEST FOR DOMOLITION PERMIT AS RECOMMENDED BY CITY OF VICTOR PLANNING COMMISSION 217 S. SECOND STREET TERRY MCCABE ACE HOME IMPROVEMENT
                The Mayor Pro tem called for a motion.  Council Member, Buck Hakes 
                moved to approve the Demolition Permit for Terry McCabe, Ace Home 

                Improvement to tear down and remove a log barn at the rear of property

                located at 217 S. Second Street; second by Council Member Rick May.

                Discussion was opened.  Council Member Veldean Petri expressed concern

                that there was no picture available &  the person requesting the permit was

                not in attendance. She questioned if Dirt Cheap should also have a 
                Business License since they are listed on the permit.                                 
                Veldean was not comfortable with having no knowledge of the structure that

                was being torn down since there are three structures in the alley.  Mayor   
                Pro-tem Daniel apologized for not requiring Mr. McCabe’s attendance at the

                meeting tonight.  He appeared before the Planning Commission and 

                responded to their questions. Mr. McCabe has complied with the information

                requested of him by the Planning Commission, in the form of verification of 

                ownership of the Foreclosing Agency and their request for removal of the 

‘              structure in order to complete a sale.  The urgency was due to the pending sale               
of the property following foreclosure. Dirt Cheap is working under the license and insurance of Ace Home Improvement, therefore; Don Daniel and Buck Hakes agreed that a separate business license was not required for this project.  
               Joe Stevens advised that any building built before 1940 requires asbestos 

               inspection, prior to removal or renovation.  Don Daniel advised that this log

               structure is falling down, the roof is already gone and the walls are collapsing.
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Teller County had advised Mr. McCabe that an asbestos inspection was not 

 required.  With no further discussion Mayor pro tem Daniel called for a vote.
