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Visit Victor, Colorado
At nearly 10,000 feet on the southwestern side

of Pikes Peak, Victor, Colorado, is a quiet, his-
toric mining town full of character and adventure.
The 1890's gold mining town architecture, the clean
air and friendly, small-town atmosphere offer a great
escape. Tour the Victor Lowell Thomas Museum,
visit antique and gift shops, hike through mining
history, pan for gems and gold, and fish at nearby
Skaguay Reservoir.

Victor's modern-day treasures are the results of its
rich gold rush history. It was known as the City of
Mines because the largest and richest gold mines of

the Cripple Creek Mining
District were located on
Battle Mountain just above
Victor. Today headframes of
the Ajax, Strong, Portland
and Independence mines
give Victor its historic gold
mining character. Tours of
the nearby modern mining
operations are offered.

The streets of Victor
were built with gold

ore during the heyday of
the 1890’s gold rush and
were filled with the
sounds and excitement
of gold fever. In 1899 a
major fire destroyed
most of the town, but

the pioneering spirits
rebuilt the city with brick in less than 6

months. Several of those 1899 brick buildings still
line the historic streets.

Downtown walking tours offer a close-up look at
the turn-of-the-century buildings. Be sure to stop in
The Victor Trading & Manufacturing Works to see
some old-fashioned broom and tin-making. The
annual Gold Rush Days celebration the third week-
end in July offers a chance to see old-time mining
games, tour historic buildings and take in a parade.

Today’s streets are lined with a wealth of 112-
year-old buildings that stand as legacy to the

hustle and bustle of previous times. Today's Victor is
quiet, a great mountain get-away along the Gold
Belt National Scenic Byway, with over 300 days of
sunshine each year. For more information, visit
VictorColorado.com.

City Hall A
gold camp gem

The Victor City Hall, built in 1899
after the big fire destroyed the

city’s downtown, has been refur-
bished to its original condition.

City Hall is home to the govern-
ment offices and a visitor informa-
tion center is located in the back.
Brochures and area information
are available through the entrance
on the west side of the building.
When the center is open a sand-
wich sign is posted out front of the
City Hall.

Also in City Hall is the old town
jail. Inscribed on one cell wall is
Jack Dempsey’s signature. The
famous boxer trained in Victor and
worked in the local mines mucking
ore for a living.

There is  a  museum in the fire
station portion. Historically

the fire fighting equipment was
housed in a bay behind the large
wooden double garage doors on the
ground floor. The traditional council
and court chambers are located
upstairs.
